· The purpose of the study (PURPOSE/AIMS)

· The questions and issues being studied (QUESTIONS / ISSUES)

· The sequence of work (PLAN OF WORK)

LOCATION

You must include a written description of where Dunwich Heath is located as well as at least one map.

PURPOSE / AIMS

We are studying the threats to Dunwich Heath and how it is managed.

There are three main areas of investigation:

1. THREATS FROM THE SEA: The coastline (beach and cliffs)


2. THREATS FROM TOURISM: The effects of visitors on the site 


3. MANAGEMENT OF THE HEATH: Site management

QUESTIONS / ISSUES

The main questions are about the threats (e.g. Is Dunwich Heath under threat? What are the threats to the site? Is Dunwich Heath more threatened by visitors than by the sea?) and the management (e.g. How are the threats being controlled or managed? What sort of management of the site is necessary? Why is the site managed?).

Devise a number of questions to investigate in each of the 3 main areas:

1. COASTLINE

3. SITE MANAGEMENT

PLAN OF WORK/SEQUENCING

Produce a flow diagram showing the sequence:

1. Research and background study

2. Developing questions to investigate

3. Deciding on the data required for the study

4. Learn methods of data collection (e.g. pantometer)

5. Collect data on Fieldwork Day at Dunwich Heath

6. Present data using a range of methods

7. Analyse the data

8. Form conclusions and answers to the original questions

9. Evaluation of the whole study

THREATS FROM THE SEA: The coastline (beach and cliffs)

AIM: To investigate the EROSION, TRANSPORT and DEPOSITION by the sea.
At this point on the East Coast we would expect (from our research) to see:


· Evidence of rapid coastal erosion

· Evidence of Longshore Drift moving from North to South

· Evidence of deposition in the form of a beach
LINK your investigation to a predicted Cliff and Beach Profile if you can:

· Sub-aerial erosion (by rain and wind) on the slopes of the cliff


· Slumping of the cliff as material is removed from the base by the sea


· ‘Winter beach’ or ‘Summer beach’ profile form of the beach

1. THREATS FROM THE SEA: The coastline (beach and cliffs)

	· Is there any erosion?




· Is there any longshore drift?




· What is the beach like?
	· To what extent are the cliffs being eroded by the sea and to what extent are they being eroded by sub-aerial processes?

· How can longshore drift be observed? 

· What evidence is there of the direction of any longshore drift?

· What shape is the beach profile?

· What variations are there in the beach profile (and why)?


THREATS FROM TOURISM and MANAGEMENT OF THE HEATH
AIM: to investigate these 2 statements, from the EDEXCEL GCSE Specification


·  “Fragile environments require sustainable management” (ref:5.3) 


· “The impact of visitors has led to the need for management” (ref:7.3)

1. “The protection of threatened coastline, countryside and buildings.”


2. “To improve public access and on-site facilities.”
